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Abstract:

Power discourse constitutes a fundamental mechanism through which power
reproduces representations and perceptions that depart from those
established in classical political thought. From Michel Foucault’s
perspective, power is neither confined to an individual or a particular social
class nor conceived as a form of property that can be possessed or exercised
from a single center. Rather, it exists as a network of interconnected
relations embedded within the social fabric, operating through a wide range
of everyday mechanisms and disciplinary techniques that shape individuals
while reorganizing their behavior and systems of representation.

Najib al-Kilani’s novel Giants of the North portrays the suffering and
upheaval experienced by Muslims in Nigeria during the 1960s and
illustrates how missionary activities and certain foreign interest groups
intensified conflict and exacerbated tensions among the country’s diverse
ethnic communities. The novel further exposes the decentralized and diffuse
nature of power by illustrating its manifestations in discourse, institutions,
the body, the economy, and religion. Moreover, it demonstrates that any
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analysis of power within the narrative remains incomplete without a
thorough understanding of the dynamics of resistance operating within these
interconnected spheres of power.

Accordingly, the novel provides an appropriate framework for a
Foucauldian reading, illuminating the interaction between mechanisms of
control and discipline and various forms of resistance within the social and
cultural context represented in the narrative.

Using a descriptive-analytical approach, the present study examines the
principal dimensions of power discourse in the novel from the perspective
of Michel Foucault’s theory. The findings reveal that power discourse in the
novel is constructed upon a network of social distinctions that grants
legitimacy and mechanisms of control to particular groups, thereby
reproducing their privileges not through direct coercion but through symbols
and cultural practices. Furthermore, the novel portrays the enduring
presence of colonial power operating through concealed mechanisms
embedded in legal systems, dominant discourses, and economic structures.
It also demonstrates that power is dispersed throughout diverse social
relations, extending from nightclubs to political conflicts.

Methodologically, the analysis focuses on identifying the novel's principal
discursive formations and examining the mechanisms through which power
is produced and reproduced.
