presenting the negative image of members of the outside group,i.e.
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capitalists and colonialists,agree with Van Dijk’s ideological square.To
achive this goal,the novelist employed several strategies and
techniques,such as Description of the social function,creation of
distance,extension, amplification,number game, and metaphor.

Critical discourse studies based on Toyn van Dijk's theory focus on "the
characteristics of discourse that are closely related to the expression of
social power, reproducing or challenging social power for the speaker or
speakers and the writer or writers. The ideological square applies to the
polarization between the out-group and the in-group in social practices,
discourse, and social thought. VVan Dijk's "ideological square™ as a macro
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level contains sublevels of discourse. Each of these can be directly or
indirectly involved in discrimination against members of minority groups or
in biased discourse against them. These sublevels are: sounds, lexical items,
positional meaning (of the sentence), schema (the conventional patterns of
overall discourse organization), rhetorical devices, speech acts, and
interaction. The analysis of the data of this research has shown that the
method of processing Khalil Hassan Khalil’s discourse is consistent with
Van Dijk’s (ideological square). The novelist has tried, through employing
ideological strategies at the levels of meaning, argumentation, style and
rhetoric, to represent the members of the internal group positively and to
represent the members of the external group negatively. The dominant
ideology of this discourse is the focus on the distance between our
individuals and their individuals. The novelist's ideology is completely
contradictory to the ideology of outgroup, i.e. the capitalists and colonists;
because his ideology was to spread justice, equality, preserve human
dignity, fight injustice and poverty, and resist the exploitation of the
members of the ingroup, i.e. the lower classes of society and minorities. So
this discourse does not support Authorities, but rather, according to Van
Dijk's theory, defends people who have been oppressed and exploited by
Authorities. In this discourse, according to Van Dijk's theory, the novelist
highlights the positive points of our group members, such as honesty,
loyalty, and fighting the bitterness of life, and the negative points of their
group members, such as theft, luxury, exploitation of the lower classes in
society, their injustice, and marginalization of minorities in the world. The
producer of the discourse employed many linguistic and rhetorical strategies
to represent the prevailing inequality in Egypt In the period in which the
events of the novels took place. The novelist in his discourse uses
techniques such as the number game and the presentation of documents to
gain the trust of the recipients regarding his claims, to convince them, and to
prove his truthfulness to them. The novelist was interested in choosing
vocabulary that carries his ideology and shows his point of view towards the
outgroup and ingroup. One of the strategies used in this discourse is the
description of the social actor, through which the negative representation of
the outgroup and the positive representation of ingroup to emphasize the
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opposition between them. The producer of the discourse makes the
accusations against members of their group more effective by using the
strategy of irony in your discourse, and divides people into members of the
ingroup and members of the outgroup to depict the two opposite poles to the
recipient based on the technique of “polarization".He attempts to
delegitimize certain norms and wrong actions of authorities by adopting the
technique of “counterfactualism” which points out the consequences of
these norms, He also uses metaphor to influence the audience.

The applied survey of the translation of Abdul Qadir al-Jilani’s poems
shows us that the translator employed all the techniques suggested by
Mona Baker in her translation, but the proportions were different for
each technique. The borrowing technique was the most widely used
technique, as translation took on the character of transfer or literalism
in many cases. The technique of the general or specific word came in
next place, as the translator was forced to employ it when confronting
the different structure in the Arabic and Persian languages, and the
distinct poetic style and context. Then came the technique of
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neutrality in translating vocabulary, indicating Abdel Aziz’s
commitment to preserving the nuances and complexities of the source
material. The cultural alternative technique occupied fourth place, as
the translator paid little attention to it. This may stem from the
difficulty of translating poetry and providing mostly a conceptual
translation.

We studied the external music, which is represented by meter,
shifts, and vowels, and then we studied the poem’s rhyme; Its letters and
vowels, then internal music. This poem that we are about to study is a
vertical poem in the form of Alkamil meter.

Stylistic phenomena in the poem The Breastfeeding Widow by Al-Rusafi by
Kawakib Karim Ghafoor (2019), in which she studied the stylistic features
in this distinguished poem, such as the vocal aspect and the graphic and
rhetorical aspect. The study concluded that repetition of all kinds is
important in emphasizing the poet’s endeavor to convey his ideas, in
addition to the phenomena of (compositional shift) and (pictorial shift),
which include simile, metaphor, trope, and other graphic images used by the
poet.

The article titled “The Poem of Al-Zahra (AS): A stylistic study” by Zainab
Ali Kazem (2021) focused on the poet’s poetic language by researching the
phonetic, syntactic, and semantic levels in the poem. The results showed
multiple patterns of shift in the poem between compositional and
substitution, as well as a large number of shifts and defects in it at the
phonetic level. The poem is full of meaning and inspiration, and it combines
simplicity and clarity with excellence in the graphic style based on the
skillful choice of structures and sounds.

Research findings

The studied poem is from the complete, complete, and multiplied sea.
Perhaps the poet's resort to implicitness with such intensity is due to his
desire to convey a message to the recipient that he cannot reveal all the
emotions inside him.

The rhyming letter felt between two letters of prolongation, one of which
extends upward and the other extends downward. This has many
connotations, the most important of which is extending the sound with a
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strong laryngeal pause similar to a lump in the throat that prevents the
passage of food and drink (caused by the hamza), and raising or rising with
it by twisting the rump and then descending with it along its extension with
the same speed, but not Upward, but downward with extreme refraction,
laden with all the effects, situations, and results that accompany refraction.

There is an alliteration of derivation between “dhel' and Adhale” on one
hand, and the words “kasar" and "kassar" on the other hand, which doubled
the beauty of the verse by repeating the letters of those words in another
way with the addition of a hamza and an alif in (Adhale’) and repeating the
"s" in (kassar), which enhanced the artistic image. We see a fit between the
word “kasar” and the word “dhel” (singular) and between the word
“Adhale” (plural) and the word “kassar,” the fit of the singular noun with
the unaugmented triliteral verb without repetition, and the fit of the plural
noun with the augmented triliteral, stressed, repeated verb.

Discussion of Results & Conclusion

The poet repeated 137 whispered letters, the letter ta (38 times) and the
letter ha (37 times). The whispered letters, despite their weakness and
infrequency in the poem, perform an important function in two ways: the
first is to highlight the voiced letters, and the second is to soften the speech
so that it does not proceed at one pace, making the listener feel bored. While
the letter Lam (75 times) and Mim (46 times) were repeated in the voiced
letters. The letter Ha is used to express groans, so if it is connected to a
letter of prolongation, those groans are extended. If we look closely at the
contexts in which the letter Qaf is mentioned, we will find that it tends
towards internal, contextual meanings that are external in origin, and the
meanings of cohesion and adhesion that the letter Lam performs are evident
in the poem.

The letter hamza was the most frequent among the letters used by the poet,
as it was repeated (44 times), including (23 times) in the rhyme as the
rhyming letter and (21 times) during the poem and its filling. This letter
indicates an extreme feeling of sorrow and anguish, and it is one of the airy
letters that emerge from the poet’s interior and entrails without anything
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obstructing it, and with it emerges the sadness that overwhelms his feelings
and sensations because “the narration coming broken suggests a broken
psychological state.

However, there are critical studies on some of the works of the two
poets, most of which are published in newspapers. | found a study by Adnan
Shaheen published in issue 521, year 43, September 2014 of the monthly
Al-Mawqif Al-Adabi magazine issued by the Arab Writers Union in
Damascus. It focused on a critical view of the collection “Fragments of
Meaning” by the poet Wafiq Sulaytin. In it, the researcher focused on the
Sufi meanings mentioned in the collection, as if the poet was applying in his
collection what he studied in his book (Between Poetry and Sufism). The
study resembles newspaper articles that lack a scientific research system, so
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it is devoid of results. Hence the importance and necessity of the research,
as it has not been previously discussed and is worthy of such a study to fill a
gap in this field.

Methodology

If the trends of literary criticism have focused their attention on researching
the relationship between the text and its author, as we find in psychological
critical trends, or its relationship with its society, as we find in sociological
trends, or in the interest in the structure of the text after isolating it from its
environment, and severing its relationship with its multiple sources of
author, society, etc., then the interest in analyzing the different relationships
of the text with other texts can lead to an approach that places the text in
confrontation with other texts in relationships of mutual effectiveness in
influence and impact. Based on the usefulness of the analysis concerned
with intertextuality, its effects, and interactions, since the relationship
between literary texts has never been severed, we have adopted in this
research a comparative approach that can be summarized in studying the
relationships of a contemporary poetic text, "Life in the Form of a Dead
Leaf", with an earlier poetic text, "Autumn Song", to answer the following
questions: What is the role of language in establishing the poetic
experience?

(René
Wellek, 2004: 345) Verlaine cleverly makes musicality the basis of his
autumn poem, summoning sad autumn through the harmony between the
music of the rich and multi-sourced vocalization on the one hand, and its
material and moral sufferings in all their forms on the other. The first thing
that attracts the listener’s ear is the implicit music of the poem emanating
from its successive lines in a melodic rhythm, especially when reading it.
Another musical richness that the poet focuses on when he relies on the
musical vote achieved in the resulting harmony, whether in the letters with a
phonetic specificity, or in the chosen words with a musical specificity, or in
the chosen rhymes that supported the other musical sources to raise the pace
of the melody and extend the sound of the tune to match the faint autumn
melodies on the one hand, and the sad ones spread throughout nature on the
other hand.

Sulaytin's inspirations from Verlaine's poem are varied; sometimes he
invokes apparent intertextuality in some vocabulary and structures, and
sometimes he draws inspiration from its basic idea about the tragedy of
human existence to contrast it with another that is in line with his Sufi
visions about death. The poet's multiple forms of dealing with Verlaine's
text ultimately constitute nothing but creative interactions whose primary
goal is to transform thought towards a direction other than the existential
direction, in addition to enriching the poetic text and enriching these
relationships with a different experience. So how does the text rebuild its
vision through dialogue with the other text? The dialogue between the two
texts takes place on more than one level: the level of pronouns, verbs, words
and phrases, leading to a dialogue of ideas, modification of visions, and the
production of a new text with a different vision.

The poetic text, through its gradual attempt, was able to transform the
material existential vision of death, which stands at the surface without
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depth, into a Sufi vision that cares for the soul, and goes beyond the
apparent to the inner, to the depths. Through all of this, it was able to
possess a conscious and purposeful poetic act to influence the attitude of
others towards their lives. It is the human being, the paper with two sides; if
the Western poet chose for his life to be on the first side, the world of
material reality, then the Eastern poet had chosen to be the other side of the
paper based on his appreciation, appreciation and belief in this side.

He writes his introductions
using surprising methods, following the traditional Magama writing
methods. But Mirza Aga khan Kermani’s style in the introduction focused
on exemplification. He represents an image of his intended topic as an
example and then he addresses the main core of the topic. The two writers
also used short sentences and phrases to write about a topic. In the rhetoric
of those orators, the emphasis is on a logical method that indicates
enlightenment and the removal of incorrect traditions and beliefs and in fact,
the structure serves the content in this method. It was also specified that
Adeeb Ishaq is a nationalist in his affiliation and Kermani is a chauvinist,
that is, inclined to extreme nationalism towards his country.

The influence of Asadabadi and the Enlightenment
thought that was taken from French culture, can be seen in both writers’
speeches. Also, through our research into the psychology of the two orators,
it became clear that Adib Ishaq is a nationalist in his affiliation and Kermani
is a chauvinist, meaning he tends towards extreme nationalism in
confronting events and speaking about them.

It narrates the life
events of a leftist activist named "Younis Al-Khattat" and expresses all the
traits of his personality in the form of behaviors, actions, and political
adventures. Honaa Al-Warda is a political novel that shows the
developments in the Arab world in the seventies. Therefore, the
psychological analysis of the main character in this novel can express the
influence of individuals in society in Arab countries from political, social,
cultural, and intellectual circumstances and represents many historical
unknowns. Therefore, the current study, based on Freud's theory on the three
levels of personality, attempts to study the role of the internal conflict of
Younis, the hero of the novel, in shaping his personality type. First, Freud's
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theory and the tripartite structure of personality are analyzed from his point
of view, then Younis's internal developments are analyzed according to
Freud's theories and the impact of his internal conflict on his personal and
social life is expressed. This research aims to answer these questions:

1- What are Nasser's goals in creating the character of Younis?

2- How does the battle between the id and the ego occur in the character of
Younis and what is the result of the subconscious's dominance over his
consciousness?

3- How does the Oedipus complex affect the creation of the superego of
Younis and what is the result of the conflict of the ego with the superego?

4- How does the conflict of the three forces in the character of Younis affect
his personal and social life?

interaction causes anxiety and insecurity in the human personality. Freud
sees that the structure of the human personality includes three parts: the id,
the ego, and the superego. "These three parts of the personality interact at
three levels of psychological life with each other, and the ego passes through
different spatial levels and has conscious, semi-conscious, and unconscious
elements. While the superego is semi-conscious and unconscious, the id is
completely unconscious"”; these levels are completely intertwined and
cannot be separated, and the ego exists at all these levels under different
conditions.
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Discussion

By describing the whispers of Younis Al-Khattat and his tense inner life
from childhood to youth, Amjad Nasser depicts the role of the authoritarian
atmosphere, suffocation, lack of freedom and social justice, and the
violation of the principle of democracy that govern some Arab countries in
shaping the internal conflict of individuals in Arab societies and the desire
for violent actions. He also criticizes the exploitation of authoritarian
individuals like Younis by political organizations that push them, by
stimulating their internal forces, to violence and terrorism in order to
achieve their goals. In reality, the dreams of such a generation of young
people turn into a pile of ashes. The id's insistence on satisfying his material,
immoral and irrational needs leads to the formation of his aggressive, hasty
and reckless personality that exhausts his rationality and ego with repeated
demands. The id of Yunus, by its rebellion against the ego, passes from the
unconscious and semi-conscious area and enters the conscious level, and the
ego weakens and is unable to provide Yunus with the appropriate ideas and
solutions to overcome problems, and great anxiety and confusion dominate
his existence.

Conclusion

The superego of Younis, due to the failure to resolve the Oedipus complex
in his childhood and his failure to undergo the process of understanding his
parents’ behavior and not following their orders and what should and should
not be done, takes on an abnormal, unnatural, and neurotic state. Younis
thinks that his father is his competitor in winning his mother’s love, and he
constantly tries to rescue himself from his father’s control. The desire for
superiority and authority becomes entrenched in him, and the false ideal ego
is formed in him, far from external reality, leading to walking in a world of
fantasy and dreams, and causing the superego and its unreasonable ideals to
turn against the ego and blame it for following the principle of reality. It is
stubborn like the id and insists on achieving its demands in an irrational
way, which makes Younis justify terrorism and violence and consider it a
value and a custom, regardless of his responsibilities towards his wife and
family.
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Abstract:

Due to political, religious, and cultural issues, Iragi society witnessed
turmoil, destruction, and social unrest in the 1960s. Therefore, in his debut
literary work, the novel “The Sky Was Blue, Ismail Fahd Ismail tried to
reflect these depressing societal realities. Using generative structural theory,
the study explained the causes of social alienation that led to the
protagonist’s disloyalty and rage and feelings of hatred, aversion, and
refusal to comply with society’s cultural, political, social, and religious
norms. The study aimed to reveal the significant structure by deconstructing
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and analyzing the text’s constituent elements and demonstrating their
connection to Iraq’s cultural and social realities, and also to show how the
novelist embodied the Iragi societal reality in the novel “The Sky Was Blue”
using a descriptive analytical approach. The study concluded that, through
narrative techniques, especially description and discourse, the author
adopted the method of self-interrogation, questioning others and Istedraji
interrogation, and to employ symbolic language and simile at some points,
to reveal the Iraqi societal reality in the sixties; The significant structure of
the text was the lack of stability, harmony, unity and stability in Iraqi
society due to disintegration, decadence and class deterioration at that
period.

Extended summary

Introduction

Social alienation is one of the sociological phenomena that causes a
person to feel repulsed and alienated from his own society. This
phenomenon was emerged in the lIraqgi society in the sixties due to the
social-political tensions among the people of this country; and Ismail Fahad
Ismail depicted it in his debut literary work "The sky was blue".

This study employed Goldmann's generative structuralism method to
examine this novel from a sociological perspective. According to the
aforementioned analytical method, the structure of the literary work is the
result of the social conditions of the society in which the work was emerged.
Similarly, Lucien Goldmann believed that of all the literary forms, the novel
is the one better suited for sociological investigation because, in his opinion,
novel has little imagery compared to the poem, and most of its constituent
elements can be seen in the real world.

This theory consists of two stages, reception and interpretation. In the
reception stage, the internal structure of the text is thoroughly examined to
reach a meaningful structure, and this meaningful structure is then
incorporated into the structure of the society in the interpretation stage,
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Materials and Methods

Two types of materials are needed for the sociological analysis of the
novel "The sky was blue™ in the light of the theory of generative
structuralism. The first category is the data that the author receives from the
novel itself, which includes story elements such as characters, events, and
descriptions, as well as the methods of expression that the author uses to
convey his meaning in internal and external dialogues, which are often
interrogative and coded sentences. The second category consists of political-
social information about the Iragi society in the sixties, which was obtained
through the study of historical books and articles, and the internal structure
of the novel should be adapted to the social context of Iraq in that period
and found similarities.

This review, used a descriptive-analytical method. In the first part of this
method, the definition of the theory of generative structuralism and its
fundamental concepts and how to apply them in the literary work were
explained, and the second part, discussed how these concepts are applied to
the texts in the novel.

Research findings

The conducted research showed that certain social, political and religious
factors in the Iraqi society had caused a break among its social classes, and
it was the educated and cultured class that suffered from disturbances/ chaos
and sought to bring the society out of chaos by informing other social
classes. The problematic protagonist is a representative of the educated
class, and the author prefers to keep him anonymous to show that due to the
spread of ignorance among the masses and turning to superstition, and
surrendering to oppressive laws, no one would listen to the words of the
cultured and educated class. Therefore, the problematic protagonist of the
story decides to escape from his country to Iran to escape this situation.
Throughout story, the problematic protagonist, by using questions, tries to
call other fictional characters to think about the disordered situation of the
society, so that they become a little more aware. He believes that the
political system ruling the country suppresses any force that opposes its
goals for the sake of financial interests and to maintain the presidency and
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obtain higher government positions, and this caused the spread of
corruption, cruelty and ignorance among the people.

The oppressive government deprived the people of freedom of speech
and turned them into slaves and one of the methods of creating sedition
among the social classes, especially the unlearned or illiterate social classes,
was the use of religious discrimination that was happened between different
religions. In fact, our wise protagonist in one of his descriptions describing
the external reconstruction of the old cinema building, whose name was also
changed, cryptically points out to the political revolutions that took place
during that period had nothing new to improve the situation of people. And
the slogans they chanted were all nonsense and the purpose behind these lies
was to deceive the simple and gullible people into joining them in order to
achieve their personal and not national goals.

Discussion of Results and Conclusion

The obtained results demonstrate the extent to which the author used
storytelling techniques to reveal the deplorable social reality of Iraq in such
a way that he attempted to demonstrate the social alienation that the
protagonist suffered, through internal dialogues and external dialogues,
based on questions and descriptions, and he shows the level of ignorance
and simplicity of the Iraqi people, and through the random switching of the
pronoun from third person to first person, proves the real existence of the
hero to him in the society.

The temporal and spatial structure of the novel, which indicates the
absolute darkness and confinement of space, is similar to the suffocating
and oppressive atmosphere of Iraqi society, and this similarity originates
from a worldview that the author is inclined towards. This worldview,
which has created a harmony between the structure of the world of the novel
and the social structure of Iraq, is based on the creation of equality between
social classes.

By this review, it can be concluded that the generative structuralism
method in the literary analysis of a work is important in two aspects; firstly,
it preserves the literary value of a work, and secondly, in terms of its
